Rabbi Scott’s Corner

Someone very wise once said, “B‘makom sh'eyn
anashim, hishtadel I'hiyot ish.” Rabbi Hillel taught
that just because we find ourselves in difficult
situations, situations in which we would rather our
children never find themselves, it is no excuse to
blame one’s actions on the situation. The exact
translation: “In a place where there are no people,
try to be a person.” But what, in this case, does it
mean to “be a person?” Indeed, | believe that that
is the fundamental question all of us parents face
on a daily basis. How do we raise our children to be
people? People of good will, good reputation, good
intentions and maybe even good fortune.

Mes. Lois taught me once that we parents, when our
kids are little, we are very clear what we want for
them - most of us are able to identify that we want
our kids to be good, above all else. But as they grow,
other factors fall into place and we think we want
them to be smart, good looking, popular, successful,
etc. The goodness too often, too quickly falls by the
wayside of what we think we want for our children.
And frankly, what we spend their time and our own
seeking to achieve.

But Hillel reminds us, particularly at this time of year,
that just as we cannot blame our actions on the
circumstances in which we have found ourselves,
neither can we allow our children to do the same.
And furthermore, neither can we allow ourselves
the luxury of saying, “l am not going to hold my
child accountable for these values since no one else
seems to be doing so.”

September 1 this year happens also to be the first
of Elul, the month immediately preceding Rosh
Hashanah. Elul is a month of drawing nearer to God
and the godly values, which our tradition cherishes
above all. One of which is doing good, precisely
when those who care to do otherwise surround
you. Do not allow the environment to guide your
children’s decisions more than you and your most
cherished values. Our job as parents isn’t to make
them happy; it’s to make them good. And Rosh
Hashanah is here once again to remind us that what
matters most in this yearly self-assessment is to
develop the wisdom to know that change

toward goodness is always possible and always a
most holy act.
