Renamed Phillips Academy, this beautiful school is now home to grades kindergarten
through eighth grade. By working together to clean up and landscape the campus, we
now have the opportunity to strengthen the ties that bind our community and to honor
the history of Birmingham Jewry.

There is also a special joint art project involving students from Phillips and from our
Religious School. Students from both communities will make beautiful garden stones
over the next couple of months that will then be placed in the beds adjacent to the
entrance of the school.
