As infants, we were
raised to have the world respond to our desires and wants.
Babies scream, and miraculously, Mother or Father shows up
to take care. We grow up expecting life to be kind and the
world to be attentive to our wants and needs. But life is not so
often kind all the time. For some of us, those
who have much, this can come as a shock.

| love the holiday of Thanksgiving for a
number of reasons. This is a holiday that
focuses on food, and | like food. This is a
holiday that brings families together, and |
love my family. This is a holiday that has us
Jews in sync with the non-Jewish calendar.
We are so used to celebrating Shabbat,
Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur, Hanukkah, and Passover—

all differently and at a different time then our non-Jewish
neighbors. Thanksgiving is for all of us.

And that is why thanksgiving can be difficult. Itis hard to be
thankful when we take the good that we enjoy, and our simple
pleasures, all for granted. We expect that they come to us as
our due.

This Thanksgiving week, families from the Birmingham
Hospitality Network will be staying at Temple Emanu-El.

As a Jewish community, we have taken upon ourselves the
responsibility to house homeless families in our synagogue
every few months. These families are not always among

the chronically poor. Many have led comfortable lives until
someone has had an illness or an accident or lost a job, and
without a financial cushion, these families find themselves
without a place to live. The Birmingham Hospitality Network
keeps these families together, using the synagogue or church
as a shelter, until they can muster enough resources to find a
permanent place to live.

We need you to open your hearts this Thanksgiving season,
and the days before and after. Stay overnight at the Temple.
Bring food for our guests. There is no better way to show your
gratitude for the gifts you have been given than to share them
with others who have lost those gifts.

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A Spiritual Journey Through the
Aleph-Bet with Rabbi Scott

Zayin, the seventh letter of the aleph-bet, is the first letter

of one of the most important Jewish commands - “Zachor,
Remember!” As Jews, so much of who we are and where
we've been doesn’t have a lot of happy endings. And yet,
these aspects of our story are not simply thrown into the refuse
heap of Jewish history. We Jews are not good at forgetting.
Perhaps forgiving, but rarely forgetting. And in the midst of

it all, we have maintained a belief that the world can yet be
perfected. That we can be God'’s partners in creation bringing
the world to a state, that without our partnership, God could not
have accomplished! For thousands of years, we have carried
this torch while nonetheless confronting existential challenges
from so many corners of the world. From the earliest days

of Assyrians and Babylonians and Persians to the rise of the
Christian Church, the Moslem Mosque, Communists, Socialists
and just plain “nice people,” the Jewish people has always had
to respond to the question, “How do we go on?” The answer

- religiously, spiritually and intellectually has always been,
“Zachor!” Not only do we Jews not sweep history under the
rug, we lay it out on our festival table!

Passover, the ultimate example of the

way in which Jews remember and grow

from the worst moments of our people’s

story, commands us over and over

again to remember, to soulfully absorb

the idea that we were once slaves in

the land of Egypt. And when we do this, our tradition teaches
us, it not only serves as a defensive posture to not let it happen
again. Far more importantly, it awakens our own empathy for
others who face a similar plight. Remembering our story is not
just about passing a history exam. It is the very essence of
Jewish philosophy — if we are all created b’tzelem Elohim, in
God'’s image, then there is no difference between me and you.
And as a result, | have a clear and determined responsibility

to reach out my hand and lift you up when you are in need.
Not because it'll make me feel good. But by the very fact of
creation, we are the same, me and you. Your plight is my
plight. Your celebration is mine.

Zayin reminds us to zachor, remember, for in so doing we

not only recall the tragedies of the past, but we re-member
ourselves to our people. The difficulty of staying connected

in our day and age, to each other, to our people’s story, is
profound. The rituals of our tradition, therefore, ground us in
the soil watered and yet at the same time nurtured by the tears
of our tradition. When we re-member, we reconnect with parts
of ourselves that we may have forgotten about. If Abraham’s
and Sarah’s stories are not only my story but yours as well,
then we are re-membered to each other, as we study them,
argue about them, even flat out disagree about them. The act
of our engagement with each other connects us in ways that
are powerful, challenging and reaffirming of the people into
which we were born or with

whom we have chosen to walk

this life.
